The Heidelberg Catechism (Lord’s Day 27)................read responsively

Q. 72 Is then the external baptism with water the washing away of
sin itself? 

A. Not at all: for the blood of Jesus Christ only, and the Holy
Ghost cleanse us from all sin. 

Q. 73 Why then does the Holy Ghost call baptism “the washing of
regeneration,” and “the washing away of sins”? 

A. God speaks thus not without great cause,  to-wit,  not only
thereby to teach us, that as the filth of the body is purged
away by water, so our sins are removed by the blood and
Spirit  of  Jesus  Christ; but  especially  that  by  this  divine
pledge and sign he may assure us, that we are spiritually
cleansed  from  our  sins  as  really,  as  we  are  externally
washed with water. 

Q. 74 Are infants also to be baptized? 
A. Yes: for since they, as well as the adult, are included in the

covenant and church of God; and since redemption from sin
by the blood of Christ, and the Holy Ghost,  the author of
faith,  is  promised to them no less  than to the adult; they
must therefore by baptism, as a sign of the covenant, be also
admitted  into  the  christian  church;  and  be  distinguished
from the  children  of  unbelievers as  was  done  in  the  old
covenant  or  testament  by  circumcision, instead  of  which
baptism is instituted in the new covenant.

Acts 7:33–44 (NASB)
33 Until the day was about to dawn, Paul was encouraging them all to take some food,
saying,  “Today is  the  fourteenth  day that  you have been  constantly  watching and
going  without  eating,  having taken  nothing.  34 “Therefore  I  encourage  you to  take
some food, for this is for your preservation, for not a hair from the head of any of you
will perish.” 35 Having said this, he took bread and gave thanks to God in the presence
of  all,  and he broke it  and began to eat.  36 All  of them were encouraged and they
themselves also took food.  37 All of us in the ship were two hundred and seventy-six
persons.  38 When they had eaten enough, they  began to lighten the ship by throwing
out the wheat into the sea.  39 When day came, they could not recognize the land; but
they did observe a bay with a beach, and they resolved to drive the ship onto it if they
could. 40 And casting off the anchors, they left them in the sea while at the same time
they were loosening the ropes of the rudders; and hoisting the foresail to the wind,
they were heading for the beach. 41 But striking a reef where two seas met, they ran the
vessel aground; and the prow stuck fast and remained immovable, but the stern began
to be broken up by the force of the waves. 42 The soldiers’ plan was to kill the prisoners,
so that none  of them would swim away and escape;  43 but the centurion, wanting to
bring Paul safely through, kept them from their intention, and commanded that those
who could swim should jump overboard first and get to land,  44 and the rest  should
follow, some on planks, and others on various things from the ship. And so it happened
that they all were brought safely to land.
